“Change is inevitable . . . and some of it is good!” I received this bit of wisdom as
part of an email from a curmudgeon friend, of whom | have many. | understand the
sentiment, but when | feel like complaining about change | just remember life in Texas
before air conditioning.

“Woodbine Willie” was a British military chaplain in World War I. His real name
was G. A. Studdert-Kennedy, and he is one of my preaching heroes. An Oxford-educated
Anglican, he had the heart of a pastor and the soul of a poet. My sermon title for Sunday
is the title of one of his poems, “The Sorrows of God.” He received permission to be
away from the congregation he served, and volunteered to join the British troops in the
terrible trenches of the “Great War.” He became known for his heroism, but got his
nickname from his practice of always having cigarettes for the soldiers, brand name,
“Woodbine.” Who knew a hundred years ago that cigarettes would take a toll in human
lives of war-like proportions?

Change has a morally neutral value. “All change is good” is as erroneous a claim
as “all change is bad.” But in the spiritual realm there can be neither conversion nor
growth without change. It is easy to draw premature conclusions about the effects of
certain changes. People my age tend to see any potential change as threatening. Looking
back, however, many of the changes we have feared most never materialized. As a
congregation, let us pray for both wisdom and openness, lest we miss out on something
God is doing.

The Association of Oriental Arts (TAO Arts) was formed thirty The Associatan of Orieotal Arts
years ago by the students of Iweeta MclIntosh who had studied

Chinese Brush Painting in Hong Kong for five years. The purpose of the organization is to further our
own understanding of traditional Chinese and Sumi-e brush painting techniques, and to pass on our
passion for this art form to other artists and art enthusiasts.

The magic of Chinese Brush Painting is based on the four Treasures: bamboo brushes, ink stone,
ink stick, and rice paper. The brushes have a beautiful bamboo handle and are categorized as "wolf"
brushes or "sheep” brushes. They are made of animal hair (wolf, weasel, deer, horse, sheep, goat,
hog, badger, etc) and shaped to a fine point. The ink is made from pine soot and glue compressed
into a stick. Using an ink stone to grind the ink stick with water makes a velvety smooth and fragrant
ink. The paper, made of various plant fibers rather than rice, is very absorbent and must be mounted
when finished. This mounting process is also an ancient art form handed down from generation to
generation and preserves paintings for hundreds of years.
