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From the Pastor

Afterthoughts on the Sunday sermon:

The anger of God is an unsettling subject to many of us. For some it calls up memories of
childhood fears, too often instilled in us by well-meaning but misguided adults. May their tribe
decrease! Psalm 111 says “the fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom,” and it is. But this refers
to “awe” in God’s presence rather than fear of God’s anger and judgment. Fear-based faith is not
true faith, any more than fear-based love is love. Faith involves trust, and it is difficult to trust what
we fear.

To speak of God’s anger, or God’s sorrow, or God’s joy, may cause us to diminish God by
thinking too much in human terms. God’s anger is not like my anger. The key point in the sermon
was that God’s anger always has a redemptive purpose. My anger may have only a destructive
purpose. God’s anger serves God’s love, something that, ideally, should also be true of a human
parent. God’s anger secks the ultimate good of God’s children. “Those whom I love, I reprove and
chasten; so be zealous and repent.” (Rv 3:19) God’s anger is God’s anger; it is not the anger of an
inhuman, unbalanced tyrant. God’s anger serves God’s love.

Bill Hendricks, whom some of you knew, was my major professor in graduate school. His
way of understanding the anger of God was in terms of what he called, “a love/wrath complex.”
The love of God and the wrath of God, he said, are two sides of God’s holiness. Whether we
experience God as loving or as wrathful depends on our responses to God. This helps me. I hope it

helps you.
